Agriculture’s annual impact:
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THE AGRICULTURE SECTOR BENEFITS THE ENTIRE COUNTY

Marinette County is a transition county, in many ways, including its agriculture. It has approximately
the same number of cattle and people, although only 2% of its population is involved in agriculture.
Total farm sales are dominated by dairy, with all of the dairy farms found in the southern half of the
county. The vast majority of all farm types are found in the southern two tiers of towns. Agriculture in
the northern half is more spread out, but maintains the wide diversity of operation types also featured
in the southern half.
