Scholarship committee will select recipients - names will be presented to the 4-H
Association Board for approval.

Scholarship money is budgeted by the Leaders Association each year.

Money will be awarded to recipient after proof of completion of first semester and
intent to continue education.

Scholarship can be received only once. If not granted a scholarship, you may
apply again up to a Sophomore in college.
